IIf we are old enough to understand who Christ is and to decide for ourselves,

then we are responsible for choosing either

to accept Jesus Christ as our Saviour Or  to refuse Him.

If we have not decided by the
time we die, God treats us as if

we have refused Christ.

If you have already asked Jesus to be your Saviour,
what happens to you when you die?

As a saved child of God, dying means that only your earthly body dies.
Your spirit stays alive and goes straight to heaven.
